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From in-person Masters programmes
to online certificates, postgraduate study
will provide you with an invaluable
opportunity to expand your academic
expertise and continue your professional

Whether you are looking to gain a full Masters
degree or a Postgraduate Certificate, study in

St Andrews full time, or online part-time, there are
many options for you.

Our taught degrees are more specialised than
you will have experienced at undergraduate
level, and you will quickly find yourself more
integrated with the academic staff. Programmes
have a substantial taught element with additional
emphasis on independent research and, where
relevant, practical work.

Your degree is usually completed by an
extended dissertation or project which is
supervised. Although challenging, it will
demonstrate your research skills and scholarly
expertise.

Master of Letters (MLitt)

The Master of Letters degree is a postgraduate
degree awarded by universities like St Andrews,
where the Master of Arts is traditionally awarded
as an undergraduate qualification.

Lasting for one full year, two-thirds of your
degree will be taught modules and the remaining
third comprises a dissertation, normally completed
in the final months of the programme.

Master of Science (MSc)

The Master of Science programmes are offered
in science subjects or those with a practical
component.

MSc programmes involve two semesters of
taught modules and independent research, plus
an extended project or dissertation where you can
further explore a topic of your choosing.

Enter a new subject area

Management, Philosophy, Psychology and the
Graduate School for Interdisciplinary Studies
provide opportunities to study a completely

new subject without prior relevant or subject-
related experience. The MLitt in Management is
designed specifically for those without business
or management experience. The Graduate School
offers programmes in a wide variety of areas that
have no subject-specific entry requirements.

The Conversion in Philosophy Graduate
Diploma provides you with the skills to progress
on to a full Masters programme. The Psychology
conversion programme leads to an MSc
qualification.

Postgraduate Diplomas and Certificates
Some programmes also offer the option of a
Postgraduate Diploma (the taught component of
an MLitt or MSc) or a Postgraduate Certificate

(half of the taught component of an MLitt or MSc).

These programmes would suit someone looking
to develop their skills but not undertake the final
project or dissertation of a Masters programme.

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Launched in 2023, our tailored online
courses are designed to allow you to
achieve your potential, to expand your
knowledge and skills, and to advance
your career. Learn at a pace and in a way
that suits you, wherever you are.

Our interactive online postgraduate
programmes are ideal if you are looking to
develop your skills and advance your career. The
online postgraduate courses are tailored towards
those who are interested in further study that
fits around their current lifestyle. If you want to
join the St Andrews community without having
to leave home, our online programmes are the
right fit.

With multiple exit routes and modules
specifically designed for online learning, these
courses are tailored to students who are looking
to undertake Masters-level study on a part-
time basis. On our online programmes you will
undertake more specialised study than that at
undergraduate level, and you will quickly find
yourself integrated with the academic staff, even
though you are not physically in St Andrews.
These programmes have a substantial
taught element with additional emphasis on
independent research.

Master of Letters (MLitt)

The Master of Letters degree is a postgraduate
degree awarded by universities like St Andrews,
where the Master of Arts is traditionally awarded
as an undergraduate qualification. Online MLitt
degrees are achieved within 5 years of part-time
study, depending on the course. Two-thirds of
your degree will be taught modules and the
remaining third comprises a dissertation.

Master of Science (MSc)

The Master of Science programmes are offered

in science subjects or those with a practical
component. Online MSc degrees are achieved
within 5 years of part-time study, depending on
the course. Two-thirds of your degree will be
taught modules and independent research, and the
remaining third comprises an extended project or
dissertation where you can further explore a topic
of your choosing.

Postgraduate Certificate (PgCert)
Postgraduate Certificates cover the content of
approximately half of the full Masters degree
(MLitt or MSc). The PgCert is achieved within a
maximum of 2 years. Students who apply for the
PgCert can commit to the PgDip, MLitt or MSc
routes at a later date if they choose to.

Postgraduate Diploma (PgDip)

Postgraduate Diplomas include the entire taught
component of the full Masters degree (MLitt or
MSc), without the requirement of undertaking the
extended project or dissertation. Students who
apply for the PgDip can commit to the full MLitt or
MSc routes at a later date if they choose to.

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Research programmes involve periods of
intense research and independent study.

At St Andrews your degree will be supervised
by an expert in your field of study, and your
research will contribute to the development of
your academic discipline.

Whatever your chosen discipline, you will find
yourself closely integrated with teaching staff,
giving you plenty of opportunities to network
with top scholars at both St Andrews and other
universities. Your research will be supervised by
leading academics, and you will have access to
state-of-the-art facilities and resources needed to
help you achieve your ambitions.

Doctor of Philosophy (PhD)

This research degree usually takes three-and-a-half
to four years of full-time study. The qualification

is achieved upon submission and defence of a
substantial thesis of original research. You will be
supported by a dedicated supervisor throughout
your studies.

Master of Research (MRes)

Master of Science by Research (MSc(Res))
Master of Studies by Research (MSt(Res))

If your intention is to progress onto a research
programme, St Andrews offers several Master of
Research degrees. These are designed to provide
advanced training in research techniques and skills
through a year-long project. By the end of the year
you will be confident and qualified to progress onto
aresearch career.

Master of Philosophy (MPhil)

This is a stepping stone between Masters and
doctoral level degrees and takes two years

to complete. The first year of the programme
comprises taught classes with the second year being
dedicated to further guided research and writing a
thesis.

The Engineering Doctorate (EngD)

This is a four-year degree programme with a
strong industry focus. A substantial amount
of time is spent on research, usually on a

placement with a sponsor company, with other
taught elements of the programme delivered at
St Andrews.

The Professional Doctorate (DProf)

This programme is of variable length and is
obtained while in full-time employment by the
submission of a portfolio of work representing
an outstanding level of professional practice
development.

Master of Fine Arts (MFA)

This two-year programme is run by the School of
English’s Creative Writing research group. In your
first year you will be taught through technical
seminars, workshops and individual tuition. In
the second year you will produce a substantial
body of work under the supervision of a leading
academic.

Further support

St Andrews is a member of Vitae, the global
leader in the professional development of
researchers. You will gain free access to Vitae’s
Researcher Development Framework, which
helps you to identify strengths and areas for your
personal and professional development.

Academic English Pre-sessional Courses
The University offers academic literacy and
English language courses leading into your
degree programme. These are specifically
designed to help you develop and extend your
ability to use English effectively in the context of
your academic discipline. We introduce you to
the University’s facilities, including the Library
and Student Services, and you will experience
social and cultural life at St Andrews early so
you can start your degree with confidence. All
postgraduate students who use English as an
additional language can apply for the four-week
course, while the ten-week course is reserved for
taught postgraduate students whose offers are
conditional on providing evidence of English
language ability. Both the four- and ten-week
pre-sessional courses can be used to satisfy

the English language elements of a conditional
offer to study in selected Schools at St Andrews.

The ten-week course develops your academic
English language skills, including presentation
and writing skills. There are lectures and seminars
across a range of subject areas which help you
improve your listening, note-taking and speaking
skills. You will also become used to different
lecturing styles and gain confidence in this new
teaching environment.

The four-week course provides a focus on
developing the academic language and the English
language skills you will need. Learning the
conventions of essay writing, planning, structuring,
drafting and using sources critically is a key
component of the course, and one-to-one feedback
helps you to develop your abilities. Lectures and
seminars delivered by staff from various Schools in
the University allow you to build on your listening,
note-taking and speaking skills.

Academic English Service

This free service runs throughout the academic

year for all those who use English as a second or
additional language. The Academic English Service
offers workshops on critical thinking, academic
writing, grammar, listening, pronunciation and
speaking, as well as one-to-one tutorials. If you are a
Masters student, you may also receive support with
assignment writing as part of some of your modules.
The Academic English Service supports doctoral
researchers by offering regular one-to-one tuition
on building your research communication skills,
including writing your thesis, conference abstracts
and papers for publication. We also support students
in the development of presentation skills.

Study facilities

As a postgraduate student, you will have access

to a range of libraries, facilities and study areas
throughout the University. This includes research rooms
and dedicated spaces in academic Schools, letting you
find a study environment that suits you.

Our extensive collections include archives of rare
books, photographs, films, artworks, and
historical artefacts, all of which are accessible to
students.

Dedicated postgraduate study spaces

and resources

The Main Library, in the town centre, is the largest
of the University libraries with long opening hours
and access to a wide range of resources, including
plenty of computers. There are newly designed
and refurbished spaces reserved for postgraduate
students, silent areas for study, group study rooms,
spaces for collaboration and a café.

Also in the centre of town you can use St Mary’s
College Library (including the historic King James
Library), which house collections for Divinity and
Medieval History. Located in St Mary’s Quadrangle,
the King James is claimed to be the oldest library
reading room in Scotland.

Postgraduate students, together with academic
staff, have exclusive use of the Thomson Reading
Room within the Richardson Research Library
at Martyrs Kirk, which includes a space where
University collections can be studied.

On the North Haugh the J F Allen Library
(Physics & Astronomy building) and the Dr Ettie
Stewart Steele Reading Room (Purdie building)
both provide study facilities as well as books and
journals for science subjects. The Library at the
Gateway provides study spaces and a range of
seating options.

In the Old Burgh School, a part of the
University’s St Leonard’s Postgraduate College, we
provide dedicated desks, drop-in study spaces and
informal spaces for social interaction and a hub for
the postgraduate community. Postgraduate events
and training also take place in this building. Our

Academic Schools and St Leonard’s Postgraduate
College also provide postgraduate research
students with their own allocated desks (often with
individual lockers).

Each academic School has resources tailored
to the specific needs of its postgraduate students,
whether this is access to materials, laboratories
or software. These will vary by subject area, but
should you have any specialist requirements your
academic School will be happy to help you.

With our libraries you can:

¢ Find study space and gain access to resources
in several different buildings, whether you're
working in the town centre, on the North
Haugh, or in the Walter Bower House Reading
Room on the Eden Campus.

® Access over one million print volumes, as well
as an extensive collection of digital resources
which are available both on and off campus. Our
digital access covers thousands of journals and
e-books, as well theses, newspapers, music, film,
television and theatre performances.

® You can apply for University accommodation
once you have accepted your offer (and made the
pre-payment, if required).

* Apply as early as possible, postgraduate
accommodation is limited and allocated on a
first-come, first-served basis.

¢ Taught postgraduate students with an Overseas
fee status will be guaranteed University-
managed accommodation if they apply for
accommodation by 30 June in the year of entry
and meet eligibility criteria.

¢ There are options for couples and families.

Halls of residence

There are a number of halls of residence for
postgraduate students spread across the University.
We also have accommodation in nearby Leuchars
and Dundee. These include catered or self-catered,
en suite rooms or shared facilities, and studio
apartments.

Biology is taught in one of the largest Schools in the University with over
65 Academic staff, a combined complement of around 120 PhD students,
around 40 MSc students (on site), 80 postdoctoral research fellows and

70 technical and administrative support staff. There are three major
interdisciplinary centres: Biomedical Sciences Research Complex (BSRC),
the Centre for Biological Diversity (CBD) and the Scottish Oceans Institute
(SOI). Research and teaching activities span from the molecular level to
the behaviour of animals in their natural habitats, and the functioning of
entire ecosystems.

* Relevant staff specialisations include Behavioural Biology, Bioacoustics,
Biochemistry, Biomedical Sciences, Conservation Policy with
Management, Ecology, Evolutionary Biology, Infection Biology, Marine

Chemistry

¢ You will join a student population of around 140 research postgraduates
and 80 postdoctoral researchers.

Classics at St Andrews offers outstanding research by internationally
renowned academics in Greek and Latin Literature, Ancient History,
Art, Archaeology, Ancient Philosophy and Classical Reception. You
will be taught by one of the largest concentrations of classicists in
the UK whose research directly informs the material in taught
programmes.

Whilst many postgraduate students are initially attracted by the
international reputation of the programme, it is the active role that they
play in the research community that stays with them.

You will receive advanced training in theological or biblical studies,
developing your understanding and research skills and addressing
questions of faith in the contemporary world. St Andrews has, since 1579,
gathered one of the most outstanding communities of internationally-
renowned scholars. There are currently 30 members of staff undertaking
research in a wide range of specialisms and approximately 150
postgraduates. The close-knit community of academics and postgraduates
provides a context in which to engage in stimulating theological
explorations.

¢ Collaborations, liaisons and networks are a distinctive aspect of the
way research has developed here. Scholars come together and share
their discoveries on several fronts: Hebrew Bible/Old Testament
Studies; Early Jewish Studies; New Testament Studies; Church History;
Contextual Theology (including religion and politics); History of
Biblical Interpretation; Practical Theology; Systematic, Historical and
Analytical Theology; Theology and the Arts.

¢ Postgraduate taught students routinely participate in doctoral research
seminars and specially organised colloquia and conferences.
